Course Description:  

	This course will help prepare students who wish to pursue art in college or as a career.  The bulk of class time will be used for the creation of a portfolio of quality works of art that can be used to obtain art scholarships, art jobs, etc.  Elements of the business side of art will also be covered, such as galleries, commissions, and copyright.  Career options in the field of visual art will be thoroughly researched to allow students to focus on the opportunities that interest them.

Class Participation and Expectations:

	This class is designed for students with a serious interest in possibly pursuing a future in art.  Your grade in this class is largely based upon the effort and participation you demonstrate on each project, along with creativity and craftsmanship.  Regardless of their artistic ability, successful art students put their full effort into every project and carefully follow directions.

Students are responsible for cleaning their area and any class supplies they use during every class.  Failure to do so will result in loss of privelages and other disciplinary measures.

Food and drink is acceptable in class as long it is not a distraction to yourself or others and you are responsible in cleaning up after yourself.  This privelage can easily be lost, if abused.

Special Projects, Writing Activities, and Assessments 

	SKETCHBOOKS: You will be required to complete 10 quality sketches by the end of each quarter.  Additional sketches will be worth extra credit.  Further details will be provided on the Sketchbook Assignment sheet.  

ASSESSMENTS: There is one common assessment test for each quarter of this class, covering the Elements of Art and Principles of Design you will learn and use in those projects.  The semester final is only required if you do not have Quality Attendance or are not passing the class.

Late Work/Make-up Work

	Students who will be absent from classes due to their participation in a school sponsored activity or prearranged absence should check with their teachers for make-up work before classes are missed.
